INTRODUCTION

These instructions give you the guidelines to prepare papers for JWPR. Use this document as a template if you are using Microsoft Word 2007 or later. Otherwise, use this document as an instruction set. The electronic file of your paper will be formatted further at JWPR. Define all symbols and abbreviates used in the abstract. Do not delete the blank line immediately above and below the abstract; it sets the column format.

MAIN FORMAT: (MATERIALS AND METHODS)

First page of the manuscript must be properly identified by the title and the name(s) of the author(s). Please make sure that you use normal fonts in your documents as much as possible. Special fonts, such as fonts used in the Far East (Japanese, Chinese, Korean, etc.) may cause problems during processing. To avoid unnecessary errors, you are strongly advised to use the ‘spellchecker’ function of MS Word. 
Follow this order when typing manuscripts: Title (18 pt, Bold), Authors (10 pt, Bold), Affiliations (10 pt,  Italic), *Corresponding author's Email: (8 pt) ABSTRACT, Keywords and Main text (all in 10 pt. including INTRODUCTION, MATERIALS AND METHODS, RESULTS AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS; jointly and or separately as well as Figures and Tables), DECLARATIONS and REFERENCES (9 pt) in uppercase forms. 

Figures and tables should be embedded and not supplied separately.

Collate acknowledgments in a DECLARATIONS  section at the end of the article and do not include them on the title page, as a footnote to the title or otherwise.

Ensure that you return to the ‘Els-body-text’ style, the style that you will mainly be used for large blocks of text when you have completed your bulleted list. 

Please do not alter the formatting and style layouts which have been set up in this template document. As indicated in the template, papers should be prepared in a preferencially single-column format suitable for direct printing onto A4 paper (8.3 in × 11.7 in/210 mm × 297 mm). Do not number pages on the front, as page numbers will be added separately for the preprints and the proceedings. All the required style templates are provided in this document with the appropriate name supplied, e.g., arrange uppercase, bold, and head for your main headings in the text; Lowercase (Sentence case), bold, and First Line Indent for the subheadings in the text.

ARTICLE SECTIONS FORMAT 
Title
Title should be a brief phrase describing the contents of the paper. The Title Page should include the author(s)'s full names and affiliations, the name of the corresponding author along with phone and e-mail information. Present address(es) of the author(s) should appear as a footnote. Abbreviations in the title are not allowed.

Abstract
Abstract should be informative and completely self-explanatory, briefly present the topic, state the scope of the experiments, indicate significant data, and point out major findings and conclusions. The abstract should be 150 to 350 words in length. Complete sentences, active verbs, and the third person should be used, and the abstract should be written in the past tense. Standard nomenclature should be used and abbreviations should be avoided. No literature should be cited. Following the abstract, about 3 to 7  keywords that will provide indexing references should be listed.
Introduction 
Introduction should provide a clear statement of the problem, the relevant literature on the subject, and the proposed approach or solution. It should be understandable to colleagues from a broad range of scientific disciplines.

Material and methods
Materials and Methods should be complete enough to allow experiments to be reproduced. However, only truly new procedures should be described in detail; previously published procedures should be cited, and important modifications of published procedures should be mentioned briefly. Capitalize trade names and include the manufacturer's name and address. Subheadings should be used. Methods in general use need not be described in detail.

Results
Results should be presented with clarity and precision. The results should be written in the past tense when describing the findings of experiments. Previously published findings should be written in the past tense unless general truth or facts are reported. In this case, present simple should be used. Results should be explained, but largely without referring to the literature. Discussion, speculation, and detailed interpretation of data should not be included in the results but should be put into the discussion section.

Discussion
Discussion should interpret the findings in view of the results obtained in this and in past studies on this topic. State the conclusions in a few sentences at the end of the paper. The Results and Discussion sections can include subheadings, and when appropriate, both sections can be combined.
Results and Discussion can be presented jointly if preferred.

Tables 

Tables should be kept to a minimum and be designed to be as simple as possible (Table 1). Tables are to be typed double-spaced throughout the manuscript, including headings and footnotes. Each table should be on a separate page, numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals, and supplied with a heading and a legend. Tables should be self-explanatory without reference to the text. The details of the methods used in the experiments should preferably be described in the legend instead of in the text. The same data should not be presented in both table and graph forms or repeated in the text.

Figure legends 
Figure legends should be typed in numerical order on a separate sheet. Graphics should be prepared using applications capable of generating high-resolution GIF, TIFF, JPEG, or PowerPoint before pasting them into the Microsoft Word manuscript file. Use Arabic numerals to designate figures and upper-case letters for their parts (Figure 1). Begin each legend with a title and include sufficient description so that the figure is understandable without reading the text of the manuscript. Information given in legends should not be repeated in the text.

CONCLUSION

Even though a conclusion may review the main results or contributions of the paper, do not duplicate the abstract or the introduction. In conclusion, you might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest potential applications and extensions.
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REFERENCES
All references to publications made in the text should be presented in a list with their full bibliographical description.

In the text, a reference identified by means of an author’s name should be followed by the date of the reference in parentheses. When there are more than two authors, only the first author’s surname should be mentioned, followed by ‘et al.’. In the event that an author cited has had two or more works published during the same year, the reference, both in the text and in the reference list, should be identified by a lower-case letter like ‘a’ and ‘b’  after the date to distinguish the works.

References in the text should be arranged chronologically (e.g. Kelebeni, 1983; Usman and Smith, 1992; Agindotan et al., 2003). The list of references should be arranged alphabetically on the author's surnames, and chronologically per author. If an author's name in the list is also mentioned with co-authors, the following order should be used: Publications of the single author, arranged according to publication dates - publications of the same author with one co-author - publications of the author with more than one co-author. Publications by the same author(s) in the same year should be listed as 1992a, l992b, etc.

Names of authors and titles of journals, published in non-Latin alphabets should be transliterated into English.

A sample of standard reference is "1st Author surname A, 2th Author surname B, 3th Author surname C. 2013. Article title should be regular and 7 pt. Journal of World's Poultry Research., Add No. of Volume (Add No. of Issue): 00-00."

Both full or abbreviated journal title types are acceptable in references.
